12. Scrutineering

Add:

Particular attention will be paid to the following: All major interior trim as fitted to the body
type by its original manufacturer when offering it for sale must be retained.

Major internal trim includes headlining, inside door and kick panels (which may be replaced
with representative material) for all doors and/or rear side panels alongside the rear seat for
a 2-door car, carpets and rear seats. It does not include parcel shelves, boot carpet or boot
side trims.

13. Controls

Delete: Route checks will be preceded by a “C” or Control board at approximately 2 foot
ahead of the board.

Add: Route checks will be preceded by a “C” or Control board 50 metres ahead of the
board.

Further Information:

* Route information will be issued at MCO; To allow more plotting time, the first novice crew
will receive their route information 30 minutes before their due time at MCO. The first Semi-
Expert crew will receive their route information 15 minutes before their due time

The official notice board will have a list of start times at MCO and MC1 for all crews

* D.O.E authorisation will be available at signing on for inspection

* The Basic Roamer Company will be attending the start venue

* Please ensure that you have written in your competition number on all event documentation

* Total mileage will be approximately 110 miles. Fuel will be available after approximately 45
miles

* All competitors are required to wear seatbelts/harnesses at all times.

» A warning that any competitor found to be unnecessarily dropping time on neutral sections
may be disqualified.

» Breakfast tickets will be handed out at MC4, at the finish venue.

Fuel

Fuel is available 24 hours a day at the Tenby Road Filling Station (159: 367 193). This is on
the eastbound carriageway of the A40, approximately 1 mile west of the start venue. To
access the fuel station from the start venue, continue past on the west bound carriageway
until you reach a suitable crossing point.

There is
no reason or excuse not to pay attention to these requirements; any crew not complying with
these requirements will be DISQUALIFIED. DSO’s will be present at these locations.
